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Net sales EUR 4.3 million, an increase of 7% compared to the
corresponding period in 2006 (continuing operations).

StoneGate sales were EUR 2.3 million, an increase of 12%
compared to 2006.

Result (EBITA) of EUR —2.1 million, compared to the result of —
1.5 million in the corresponding period in 2006 (continuing
operations).

Result for the accounting period was EUR 0.2 million positive
including a non-recurring estimated sales profit of EUR 2,2
million from the sales of Embe Systems.

Operative cash flow was EUR - 1.4 million. The group’s liquid
assets fell by EUR 1.9 million, the difference between the
operative cash flow and the change in liquid assets being the
assets in the discontinued operations (=Embe).
